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was annexed to Chicago in 1863 when the city’s
boundaries were extended west to Westermn and
north to Fullerton. An additional small section of the
area was annexed in 1869, when the city took in the
area north of Fullerton to Diversey, between the
North Branch of the Chicago River and Westemn.
The same year, Humboldt, Kedzie and Logan
boulevards were laid out as part of a large parks
and boulevards |mprovement approved by the state
legislature. This improvement prompted the start of
a subdwusmn along Humboldt Boulevard in 1870.
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Still, Logan Square remained largely rural until after
the Chicago Fire of 1871, when Chicagoans began
to settle in greater numbers outside the fire-ravaged
areas of the city. Early ltalianate-style houses and
cottages from the 1870s can be found at 2100 and
2114 West Churchill and 1806 N. Wilmot. The
1880s brought more inhabitants, plus annexation of
the remainder of the community by 1889. The
Queen Anne-style cottages on the 2200 block of
West Homer (1888) are especially fine.

fronted houses and flats, such as 2820 W. Logan
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Square Auditorium (1911), with its white terra-cotta
pan!pe and the monumental Nnrwnmnn Lutheran

Memonal Church (1908). Built in the Renaissance
Revival style, St. Hedwig Catholic Church (1899) is
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located at 21 00 W. Webster.

Prairie School architect George W. Maher designed
the Rath House at 2701 W. Logan in 1907, and
Frederick Schock employed snmllar modemlst
details in his 1909 Gerson Apartments at 2934-36
W. Logan and the commercial/residential building at
3108 W. Logan (1906). Former Frank Lloyd Wright
associate Walter Burley Griffin designed two
modest brick homes on the 2300-block of West
Montana around 1905, while William C.
Zimmerman used Prairie-style details in his 1911

Holstein Park fieldhouse at 2300 W. Shakespeare.
